During the last week of Term 3 our Year 10
students were involved in our Work Experience
Program.

Work experience placements aim to:
provide students with an opportunity to
relate school studies with workplace
contexts;
prepare students for the demands and
expectations of the working world;
help students make informed career
decisions by assessing their aptitudes and
interests, and exploring a potential career;
acquaint students with non-gender
stereotyped occupations;
give students insights into the nature of
the diversity of employees in the
workplace;
improve students’ maturity, confidence
and self reliance;
provide a link between the school and the
local community;
provide opportunities for students to
become more informed about current
labour market issues such as industrial
relations, multi-skilling, total quality
management, work-based competencies,
workplace health and safety practices and
provisions for workers with family
responsibilities;
provide opportunities for students to learn
about family care, household
management and other unpaid work
options in community activities.
