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Principal’s Message 
 
To prevent the spreading of the flu and illness in 
our school, please keep your child home if they 
are displaying flu like symptoms. The school will 

also call parents to collect your child if we believe 
they are too sick to be at school. 

 
School Attendance 
Our school programs are based on the 
assumption that children attend school five days 
a week. New concepts are introduced by 
teachers regularly and revision of previous 
concepts taught to children are ongoing 
throughout the year.  
 
In Queensland, the law requires parents to 
ensure their compulsory school aged child is 
enrolled at school, and attends school for the 
educational program on every school day.  
Compulsory school age starts when a child is at 
least 6 years of age, and finishes when the child 
turns 16 years of age or completes Year 10 
whichever is sooner.   
 
It is therefore every parents/carers responsibility 
to ensure their child attends school each day. We 
understand that if your child is ill they need to be 
kept at home and from time to time there are valid 
reasons that a child does not attend school on a 
particular day. 
 

At the moment we have quite a number of 
children who are having numerous days off for 
reasons such as - to go shopping, because it is 
their birthday, to go to theme parks etc. We are 
also experiencing a number of unexplained 
absences. 
 
These types of absences can be treated as 
truancy and the result of truancy can lead to a 
fine for parents and carers.  
 
It is therefore imperative that your child attend 
school each day and that absences are explained 
with a phone call, email or short note addressed 
to your class or form teacher. 
 
I thank you for your assistance in this matter. 
 
Road safety for students 
Ensuring your child has basic road safety skills 
goes a long way to making sure they get to 
school safely. 
 
You are your child’s best road safety teacher. By 
setting a good example when you are out and 
about, your child will feel more confident when 
walking to school.  
 
There are some simple things to remember when 
walking to school: 
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·  Young children should always be 
accompanied by an adult. 

·  Parents walking with primary school aged 
children should point out the dangers and 
discuss important road safety actions such 
as crossing roads, watching for traffic and 
other safe pedestrian behaviour.  

·  Show your child the safest route to and 
from school – this is usually the way with 
the least traffic and the fewest roads to 
cross.  

·  Encourage your child to cross roads where 
there are traffic lights or a school crossing 
supervisor. 

·  Teach your child the ‘stop, look, listen and 
think’ principle – stop at the kerb, look 
right, look left, look right again, listen for 
any oncoming cars and think “is it safe to 
cross?” before crossing.
